“Golf Oscar Foxtrot, taxi to the south side of the apron for power checks,
we’re using runway 10 and QFE/QNH is 1037”. Power checks complete, |
was soon taxiing towards Charlie and cleared to enter and back-track runway
10 for a few circuits.

“Golf Oscar Foxtrot, after turn around, you are cleared for take off, wind 200 /
2 knots”.

Shortly after applying full power and checking for full RPM, T&P’s in the green
and air speed increasing, Piper Warrior Oscar Foxtrot was soon accelerating
eastward along the centreline of runway 10.

50, 60, 65.... the airspeed kept increasing and once airborne, the VSI was in-
dicating a healthy climb rate of 800 feet per minute and after passing through
