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Alr Traffic Services Revision

In the UK, Air Traffic Services Outside Controlled Airspace are provided by a variety of Air
Traffic Units and used by anyone from General Aviation to Commercial Flights and Military
Aircraft. On 12th March 2009 these services changed, and a complete revision came into
effect. It is vital that ALL pilots have a detailed understanding of the revised procedures and
how to use them.

All the details of the changes can be found on the Airspace & Safety Initiative website
( www.airspacesafety.com), or on a CD that every pilot should have received through the
post. Also reference CAP774, a copy is on the Club Noticeboard.

Remember that the changes are effective for air traffic Outside controlled airspace.

These Services replace the current Flight Information Service / Radar Information / Radar
Advisory Service:

Basic Service:

This is just as it says - a Basic Service much in the same way as the current Flight Information
Service. The ATC will be able to advise on factors such as Weather, Airfield status, Activity
info, but NO Direct Information of Other Traffic.

Traffic Service:

The Controller will give you traffic information ( Radar ) as to Traffic that might get within
three miles horizontally or three thousand feet vertically of your aircraft. This Service will NOT
provide any advice as to how best avoid other traffic, as this is your Own responsibility to do
So.

Deconfliction Service:

This will give you the Traffic service plus advice on how to avoid other aircraft. If you do take
the advice you may have to fly IMC, so make sure that your licence allows you to do so.

Procedural Service:

This will provide non-radar separation of participating traffic by assigning Tracks, Levels,
Radials or Timing restrictions.

The CD, Website & CAP744 provides all the essential information which you need to be
aware of. Please take the time to digest all the information provided to allow a smooth
transition for both Pilot and ATC.
